


From Father’s Desk

If you're anything like me, your head is spinning
trying to keep straight all of the different stories
about our nation’s presidential contenders. There
is the ever-growing list of Republican candidates,
the speculation on whether Vice President Biden
will enter on the Democratic side, and I recently
saw some headlines analyzing whether Hillary
Clinton is affecting a southern accent to appeal to
South Carolina voters. We are just beginning the
presidential election cycle and it already has hit a
surrealistic stride, venturing from the grounds of
politics into the terrain of reality TV game show.

Perhaps the sideshow theatrics of the presidential
race will subside and it will return to a more adult
process of deliberation, but I suspect that there
will always be at least a hint of sensationalism in
national politics for the foreseeable future. In an
age of celebrity, where people are fascinated with
the Kardashians and passing Internet
personalities, the more important aspects of life
are bound to be caught in the vortex and imitate
the baser elements of culture. Politics has been
trending this way for some time now and I fear
that religion is beginning to make the same
movement.

Religion should never chase after the emerging
trends of society, because it is countercultural by
nature. No doubt people would turn in by the
millions to watch “Conclave: The Reality Series,”
but it would degrade the solemnity of electing the
pope and remove the sense of sacredness that
leads us to encounter the divine even amid human
affairs. The Catholic Church is often accused of
being outdated and Her practices (from a formal
liturgy to clerical celibacy to Eucharistic
processions) ineffective, but it is precisely
because She does not descend to the prevailing
customs and tastes of history that the Church has
been pertinent for 2,000 years. As Catholics, we
should work to guard our Church from the
whirlwind that threatens to make Her “relevant”
by sacrificing that which makes Her sacred.
